The three main points of contact within any plug are the crimp contact, primary strain relief and secondary strain relief. Compatibility issues exist
between various plug and tool designs with respect to the secondary strain relief. If the plug and tool are slightly misaligned due to incompatibility, bad
crimps end up crushing the plug. The plugs and tools listed have been carefully chosen to minimize compatibility problems.
